Ashokdada Sable Law College, Mangaon (ADSLC) ensures effective curriculum planning 

through Academic Calendar, Time Table and Teaching plan and syllabus completion report. 

For effective curriculum delivery ADSLC applies 24 majors. 

 

 Effective curriculum delivery through – chalk and talk report method, important notes 

delivery, project-based curriculum delivery and presentation of students based on curriculum. 

For effective curriculum planning and delivery, HEI provides – Library as knowledge 

resourced for teachers especially, well equipped IT Lab, ITC facilities. 

To carry out curriculum-Curriculum activities, Evaluation (Internal, term end) ADSLC 

adheres to academic calendar. 

 

 HEI involves students for effective curriculum planning and delivery through – students’ 

daily attendance, cognizance of defaulters through parent – teacher meetings. 

ADSLC has 3 programmes with 16 electives as per University of Mumbai: It is over 533% 

electives-means 533% freedom to tailor education for students. 

Curriculum enrichment is done through cross cutting issues. ADSLC carried out 20 cross 

cutting issues sessions as- 2 on Professional ethics, 5 on Gender, 15 on Constitutional values 

while 02 on Environmental issues. 

Experimental learning through projects and Internships is arranged by ADSLC for curriculum 

enrichment. 

74.04% students undertaken internship- projects as Moot Court, Court Visits, Mediation, 

Client counselling, internship in Law firms, NGO’s and judicial clerkship. 

 

 To increase the chances of students of getting skill ready, ADSLC held 34 added courses of 

MOOCS/SWAYAM/NPTEL.  

 About 84% of students successfully attended these courses. It means about 84% students 

improved their professional skills, knowledge, confidence and personality.
